Together these three publications
give a comprehensive account of historical trends in and the situation and outlook
for Australian fisheries.

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| Trends in production and trade

Value of fisheries production up despite a fall in volume

The gross value of fisheries production in 1992-93 is estimated to have been around
$1374 million, a 5 per cent increase in value over the previous year (table 1). Rock
lobster remained the most important fisheries product, contributing 23 per cent of
this total, despite a 9 per cent fall in the value of production from the record high
level of $362 million in 1991-92 (tables 3 and 4). Lower prices for rock lobster
overseas were the major cause of this fall, although the volume of production also
fell marginalty to 17 900 tonnes.

The main growth in the value of fisheries production in 1992-93 occurred in abalone
(up 29 per cent to $125 million) and in the value of a number of aquacuiture
products. There was a 28 per cent fall in the value of scallop production due to a 15
per cent fall in landings from the high production levels in Western Australia and
Queensiand in 1991-92, and a fall in prices paid in 1992-93. Landings of fish other
than tuna were 7 per cent lower than in 1991-92 but higher prices resulted in a 4 per
cent increase in the total value of fish production in 1992-93.

The reduction in the volume of fish catches mainly reflected the catch restrictions
imposed in the south east fishery (table 12). Total landings in this fishery fell by 17
per cent, due mainly to the catch restrictions and hence lower landings of orange
roughy (down 35 per cent to 12 350 tonnes). Higher prices for many of the species
from the fishery partially offset the impact of lower catches, resulting in only a 12 per
cent fall in fishery revenue between 1991-92 and 1992-93.

Total prawn production fell by 4 per cent, mainly due to lower catches in Western
Australia (tables 3, 4 and 8). In the northern prawn fishery, the impact of poor
catches of tiger prawns on total revenue were more than offset by higher landings of
banana prawns and by higher prices, due mainly to the fall in the value of the
Australian dollar against the yen (table 12). Landings of banana prawns were 4166
tonnes, up 66 per cent on the abnormally low catch of 1991-92 but 40 per cent down
on 1990-91. The average price for banana prawns was $10.35/kg (an increase of 15
per cent) while tiger prawn prices averaged around $17/kg, 17 per cent higher than
in 1991-92.

Western Australia remained the major contributor to the total value of Australian
fisheries, contributing $366 million (27 per cent of the total) mainly through rock
lobster and pearl production (table 8). However, this was a 19 per cent fall from
1991-92 levels due mainly to weaker rock lobster prices (down 13 per cent to
average $18/kg), lower prawn catches (down 44 per cent to 1718 tonnes) and
reduced fish landings.

The value of fisheries production increased in all other states. Tasmania recorded a
14 per cent increase in the value of production due to the expanding contribution of
aquacuiture operations (an increase of 11 per cent to $59 million} and a 24 per cent
increase in the value of abalone production (table10).

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Trends in production and trade

Exports of fisheries products exceed 1 billion dollars in 1992-93

The total value of fisheries exports in 1992-93 was slightly over $1 billion, an 11 per
cent increase over the previous year (table 13). The main sources of this increase
were the higher value of scallop exports (up 76 per cent to $79 million) due to
increased volumes following the high catches of 1991-92, and the increased value
of abalone exports (up 30 per cent to $168 million} due to higher prices. The value
of prawn exports showed some recovery following a large downturn in 1991-92,

Rock lobster remained the most valuable export, with the total value of exports up
marginally in 1992-93 to $384 million, despite lower prices (table 18). This was
achieved through increasing the volume of product exported at the expense of lower
domestic sales, and to changes in the form of exports, with a shift away from frozen
product and greater emphasis on the live trade. The volume of live exports
increased by 73 per cent to 5600 tonnes, while the average unit value fell by 4.5 per
cent to around $28.30/kg. This increase was at the expense of lower exports of
frozen whole rock [obster where the volume fell by 20 per cent to 4650 tonnes while
unit values were $23.52/kg, 15 per cent below those of 1991-92. Exports of rock
lobster tails also fell, by 14 per cent in 1992-93.

Higher unit values resulted in an 8 per cent boost in the value of prawn exports in
1992-93 to $155 million (table 18). The total volume of prawn exports were 10 per
cent lower, due to reduced expaorts of whole prawns, but values increased by almost
20 per cent. More prawns were processed, with headless prawn exports up 80 per
cent to 2100 tonnes, similar to exports in 1990-91. Japan increased in importance
as a market for Australian prawn exports, with 80 per cent of the total value of sales
made to the Japanese market in 1992-93.

Sales of abalone continued to grow strongly, with the value of exports up 30 per
cent to $168 million, due to increased unit values (table 19). Sales of fresh and
frozen abalone to Japan were paticulatly strong, with volume 28 per cent higher
and unit value up 18 per cent. There was an increase of 75 per cent in the total
value of fresh and frozen abalone exports to Hong Kong, with unit values nearly 50
per cent higher. With the strong demand for fresh and frozen forms, the volume of
canned abalone fell by 18 per cent to 1750 tonnes although the gross value of
canned abalone increased by 17 per cent to $107 million.

As a result of the large increase in scallop production in the previous year and
subsequent carryover of stocks, exports in 1982-93 almost doubled to nearly 5200
tonnes valued at almost $78 million (table 19). While Hong Kong continued to be the
main market for scallops, exports to the United States increased by 48 per cent to
almost 1 200 tonnes (table 21).

In aggregate, Japan remained the main market for Australian seafood, with total
sales valued at nearly $406 million, while Taiwan became the second most valuable
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Trends in production and trade

market with sales of almost $159 million, displacing the United States (table 20).
The Hong Kong market showed the highest growth of the large markets, with the
total value of sales increasing by 56 per cent to $139 million. Higher sales of rock
lobster were the main source of this growth, although the increases were spread
across a number of products, with higher sales values for fish, prawns, abalone and
scallops (table 21).

Seafood imports relatively stable

Imports of seafood in 1992-93 were valued at nearly $490 million, a 4 per cent rise
over 1991-92 levels (table 22). In volume terms, however, imports of most
categories of seafood were below 1991-92 levels. Prawns were an important
exception. Imports in 1992-93 were 12 300 tonnes, up 3 per cent on the previous
year while the value increased by 10 per cent to aimost $120 million.

Thailand was the largest supplier of seatood to Australia, increasing its share of
imports in 1992-93 by two percentage points to 21.3 per cent, mainly as a result of
higher imports of prawns and canned fish. Imports from New Zealand also increased
by 10 per cent in value to nearly $89 million, largely as a result of higher imports of
frozen fish fillets (table 30).
